There was a recent item that Sheph had brought to him. It was square in shape with two
slots across the top. A handle was located on the side and when you pushed it down it would
sometimes spring back up. At first it seemed like a weapon since you often got whatever was put
into the slots thrown back at you. It was quite humorous when we stuck a small twig inside and
it shor back and parted his hair even more than usual. Finally after some adjustments he got the
handle to stay in a downward position. He attached an energy crystal to the cord end and the
inside became red in color and you could feel the heat.
